Realities of the Recommended Corridor Theme: 

• Values vs Investment 

• Estimated cost: 

 Range $240 Million to $320 Million 

 Baseline Range $100 Million to $140 Million 

 Partners? (+/-$60 Million) 

• Implementation in 20 years minimum 

• Limited funding
