-Service: Service is via first class mail to DMV registered owners. Service is deemed complete seven days after mailing (10.29.103)
-If any motion to is filed, timelines are stayed until resolution of the motion (which can be combined with trial on the merits

-If no opposing motions filed, timeline is 56 days + any delay in issuing rulings by the court
-Hearings are to be scheduled within 14-21 days from filing of motion

-CRCP govern timelines when not specified
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
