Pikes Peak Area Crime Stoppers directs and manages a crime 

reporting platform and cash reward program that offers an alternative 

avenue for citizens to provide information on criminal activity in the 

local area, while remaining anonymous.

WHY ANONYMITY?
CRIME STOPPERS aims to combat three major problems faced by law enforcement 

in obtaining information from community members:

 Fear of REPRISAL

 An attitude of APATHY

 RELUCTANCE to get involved

• Offering anonymity and paying rewards helps mitigate these problems.

• The promise of confidentiality is the cornerstone to the success of Crime 

Stoppers.

• Our system is protected by Colorado statutes (undiscoverable by attorneys).

8-MONTH PERIOD ENDING 8/31/2025

• 1476 tips received and forwarded to appropriate law enforcement agencies. 

• 12 arrests resulting from tips. 

• $6,100 offered for qualifying rewards.  

• $34,400 in stolen property recovered.
